MH2006 is open for electronic paper (manuscript) submission. Deadline for subbmission
has now been extended to October 06, 2006 to help accommodate procrastinators as
well as a change in MH2006 submission procedure just enacted by The Journal of Alloys
and Compounds. It has been decided that manuscripts are now all to be submitted
online directly to JALCOM, and not emailed to MH2006. We apologize for the confusion,
but we were only just now provided with this option from JALCOM. This system will
considerably shorten the time to publication. Remember, due to space limitations,
contributed papers are limited to a maximum of 4 journal pages in length. Invited
papers are limited fo a maximum of 6 journal pages in length. If manuscripts are too
long, they will be returned for shortening, causing a further delay in the refereeing
process.
